RESOLUTION NO. 83 OF 2021 - AUTHORIZING THE FILMING OF THE MOVIE “VIRAL:” 

The Mayor said there would be filming of the movie “Viral,” a psychological thriller, in the Village 

Tuesday, June 1 through June 5 and also on June 8, 9 and July 2, 9, and 11. Most of the filming 

will be interior and shot at Sacred Heart school, above M&M, and at the Lafayette Theater. This 

will all be coordinated with department heads to make sure there are no obstacles, such as major 

road closings. But there should be nothing out of the ordinary. Attorney Magrino said he will 

make sure all the insurance is in order. Since the movie will be filming more than 2 consecutive 

days and more than six days in one calendar year, according to Local Law No. 4 of 2017, a 

resolution will need to be passed.
